NEWS FROM THE LEADERSHIP COUNCIL   
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CHRIST IS RISEN!  HE IS RISEN INDEED!  A LLELUIA!  

 

This ancient Easter greeting filled our worship center on Sunday, March 23, 2008 as about 1,000 
people gathered to celebrate the greatest event in historyðthe day Christ defeated death, the devil 
and sin so that we would be forgiven and receive life forever through faith in Christ. 
 

Christ is Risen! He is Risen Indeed! Alleluia! 
 

This ancient Easter greeting fills the Christianôs heart everyday of every year. It is the basis of our 
new life in Christ. For just as Christ was raised from the dead by the Father, so will we be raised 
from death on the last day because by God's grace and mercy we have been united with Christ 
through Baptism.   
 

Christ is Risen! He is Risen Indeed! Alleluia! 
 

But what about you? Have you been raised with Christ? Or are you just sinking lower and lower into 
a world that is lost? That may seem like a strange question since the people to whom I write this 
article are members of Epiphany or have been supporting us in a variety of ways over the years.  
But it really isn't strange at all.   
 

Several years ago, Dr. Waldo Werning led a discipleship weekend retreat at Epiphany. At the 
seminar he shared some very surprising statistics. For example, did you know that 50% of 
professing Christians are not sure of their salvation by grace through faith in Christ alone? That 
means 1 out of every 2 professing Christians may be basing their eternal life in someone or 
something other than Jesus Christðnow that's scary! 
 

Did you know that: 

¶ 60-70% of professing Christians do not worship weekly? 

¶ 80% are not in Bible Class (50% of church officers refuse to attend Bible Class!)? 

¶ 70% give 1% or less of their total income to support Christ church and mission? 

¶ 20-30% are delinquent or inactive members? (Meaning they may call themselves members and 

even have their names on the membership rolls but they do not attend worship more than twice 
a year; at Christmas and Easter.)   

 

Like I said, it isn't such a silly question after all is it? Christ is Risen! He died and rose again so that 
we might rise with him. He died and rose again so that we might have a new life that rises above 
the muck and the mire of a fallen world. He died and rose again so that all of us might experience 
ñlife abundantlyò (John 10:10). How does Christ still lift us up today? He does it whenever we are 
gathered for worship. In worship the risen Christ comes to forgive, strengthen, heal, comfort, guide, 
direct, challenge and change our lives. Thatôs why worship is so vital to a healthy Christian faith.   
 

As we journey through the Easter Season, let me encourage you to continue to worship the Lord 
and be raised each week as you meditate on His Word and worship Him. If that has been your 
habit fantasticðcontinue being faithful. If maybe you've slipped into a bad habit of ignoring the Lord 
Jesus, now is a great time to begin new habits. 
 

I hope to see you in the House of the Lord throughout the Easter season and each Sunday 
thereafter! May you be raised in your awareness of God's love for you and raised in your 
awareness of God's plan for your new life in Christ.
